Grant Applications from Organizations That are not Registered Charities

By law, public foundations, such as Sunshine Coast Community Foundation, are unable to make grants to organizations other than registered charities.  If, accordingly, your organization wishes to apply for a grant and is not a registered charity you must either obtain registered charity status or partner with a registered charity to pursue that application.  If the latter, your project will have to be something which the registered charity is prepared to accept and become legally responsible for and the project must fall within the scope of its powers.  In those circumstances, if the application is successful, SCCF will pay the grant to that registered charity.

If you wish to partner with a registered charity, and do not know which ones to approach, it may be that SCCF will be able to assist you in finding the appropriate partner.  Once you have a partner, SCCF will look for a letter from that organization containing the information described in the template letter below along with the final application.
