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Context Statement:

They contribute to its cultural richness, economic vibrancy, and are an essential source of labour and skills. Our ability to welcome and integrate these newcomers into our communities is critical to their well-being and to the cohesiveness of our region.

	Net Migration

	Synopsis
	Understanding migration rates allows communities to plan ahead with regard to services and infrastructure.  Knowing where people are coming from helps provide a basis for making decisions on how to grow and develop a community and a region.  Additionally, understanding international migration rates offers insight into how a community may be perceived by immigrants to Canada.
The Sunshine Coast is a growing region, with a relatively constant rate of in migration, ranging between 303 and 530 people immigrating per year since 2004-05.  Furthermore, rates of international, interprovincial and intraprovincial migration are remaining relatively constant as well.  
Intraprovincial migration usually provides the majority of newcomers to the Sunshine Coast.  In 2007-08, 51.5% of the 530 newcomers to the region moved from somewhere within BC.  Similarly, in 2006-07, 53% of the 515 newcomers were from within BC.  Interprovincial migration is the next largest contributor to net in-migration to the Sunshine Coast.  In 2007-08, 32.3% of newcomers were from another province, while in 2006-07 32.4% of newcomers were from outside the province.  Finally, the smallest contributor to the total net migration is from international migration, with 16.2% of newcomers arriving from outside the country in 2007-2008 and 14.6% coming from outside Canada in 2006-07.  
This contrasts significantly with provincial averages, where 73% of newcomers arrive from outside the country.  However, because 86.6% of newcomers to the province go to Metro Vancouver, the low rate of newcomers is not surprising and remains consistent with many other regional districts.

	Youth Unemployment Rate (19-24)

	Synopsis
	Youth unemployment rates indicate the attractiveness of a community to young people.  If the youth unemployment rate is low, then a community becomes an attractive place for young people to migrate to.  However, high youth unemployment rates make it difficult for youth to stay in their communities, and can contribute to out-migration of youth from a region.

While unemployment rates can be difficult to track directly, a good indication of unemployment can be found in rates of employment insurance beneficiaries.  In September 2008, 11.4% of provincial EI beneficiaries were between 19 and 24.  The Sunshine Coast rate of beneficiaries between 19 and 24 was slightly lower, at 10.7%.  The Sunshine Coast is therefore slightly better than the provincial average in terms of youth collecting EI.  The total proportion of the population collecting EI on the Sunshine Coast, however, was 1.8%.  Youth are therefore disproportionately collecting EI.  It should also be noted that youth not eligible for EI are not counted here; youth unemployment is likely higher than this number.  Thus, while the Sunshine Coast fares slightly better than the provincial average in terms of youth EI beneficiaries, they are still disproportionately collecting EI with regards to the rest of the population.

	Number of Child Care Centres

	Synopsis
	Child care is another key way to ensure young families can integrate into a community.  Adequate child care ensures both parents can work, full or part-time, if they need or want to.   Family child care provides care to no more than 7 children, group child care can refer to care centres that cater to infants, preschool and school-age children, preschool refers to educational programs for preschool-age children, while after-school care is for school age children.  In some cases licenses are not required to operate child care.
There are a total of 48 child care programs and centres registered with the Sunshine Coast Child Care Resource & Referral Program.  The majority of these are located in Gibsons (41.7%) and Sechelt (31.3%).  Because Sechelt’s population comprises 30.5% of the total regional population, there are a proportionate number of child care facilities in that town.  However, Gibsons only comprises 15.1% of the population, but has 41.7% of the child care facilities.
  While these facilities may be smaller than those in Sechelt, Gibsons represents a large concentration of child-care facilities.  Roberts Creek represents another cluster of child-care programs, with 16.7% of all facilities in the region, while comprising only 7% of its population.
  Some other communities also have child-care centres, with one in Garden Bay, two in Halfmoon Bay, one in Langdale and one in Madeira Park.

	Proportion of Students Eligible for Graduation who Graduate

	Synopsis
	Measuring graduation rates is a key indicator of the success of the local education system.  Higher graduation rates mean that youth 
In a community or region will be better prepared to enter the work force or pursue higher education.  Similarly, a strong local education system can be a draw for families looking to migrate to the region.
Overall, the Sunshine Coast graduation rates meet or exceed provincial averages.  Since the 2003-04 school year, the graduation rate on the Sunshine Coast has been at least 94% of students eligible to graduate.  2004-05 through 2006-07 this reached a high of 97%, exceeding the provincial averages, and dipping slightly in 2007-08 to 95%.  Both females and males performed well in 2007-08, with 98% of Sunshine Coast females graduating in 2008, and 92% of males graduating (although males were somewhat below the provincial average of 96%).  Similarly, aboriginal students on the Sunshine Coast perform well, with a 95% graduation rate, well above the provincial average of 89%.  Finally, special needs students generally fare well in the Sunshine Coast school district, with a 100% graduation rate in 2007-08, up from the 82% rate of 2003-04.  Since 2004-05 special needs graduation rates have been above provincial averages, particularly in the 2005-06 and 2007-08 school years.

	Proportion of Population with Immigrant Status

	Synopsis
	The proportion of the population with immigrant status can indicate how well-prepared a community or region is to accommodate immigrant populations.  Communities with a higher proportion of immigrants often have settlement services and are seen as good places for newcomers to Canada to settle.
In 2001 16.7% of the population of the Sunshine Coast was composed of people with immigrant status.  In 2006, this was slightly higher, at 17.4%.  In contrast, 27.5% of the population of BC had immigrant status in 2006.  However, with a high concentration of immigrants in the Lower Mainland, the Sunshine Coast has a significant proportion of the population holding immigrant status.  Immigrant population growth also kept pace with non-immigrant population growth: between 2001 and 2006 non-immigrant and immigrant populations grew by 8.4% and 8.1% respectively.
